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“The word of God that is proclaimed in the Gospel should make us seek Jesus Christ with great simplicity so we can love Him more each day.” 
(Instruction, May 5, 1878.)

For Marie Eugenie, listening to God’s word leads to acting on that word. And all leads to love.

Lord Jesus Christ, you gave Marie Eugenie the grace of that “great simplicity” that led her to seek you in everything she did, everything she was.  I would like to follow her example by getting to know you better through reading, listening, and praying Scripture.
