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“Go to the crib.  When you kneel at His feet, 
listen to what He will say to each of you.” 

Once more Marie Eugénie combines action with contemplation.  Take a journey, she says, and you will find what you need at its end.  Take a journey to the crib, whether it’s the one under your Christmas tree, or the one in your church, or even the inflatable one on your neighbor’s lawn. Journey to greet this child, contemplate him there in that small stable in all his weakness and need, and listen carefully.  Trust him to speak to you.
