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“The peace that Our Lord brings us is not a peace without struggle, but a peace that costs something.  It is not from nature but from grace, and it comes from searching for God before all else.”  (Instructions – March 7, 1880).

Meditating on the words, “Glory to God in the highest and peace on earth to those whom he loves,” Marie Eugenie found in them a whole program for Christian life.

Peace is a gift and a task.  

Lord, give me the grace to welcome it.  May my wonderment before who You are and what You do in the world free me from “my own little self,” root me in You, and keep me in peace, throughout and in all the circumstances of my life.
