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 “Our congregation had such weak, powerless beginnings that are out of all proportion to the good that it has already pleased Our Lord to pull from it, that one would hardly dare recount them if it wasn’t precisely in the absence of all strength and human wisdom that the works showed themselves to be purely of God.  The spirit of faith, the love of Jesus Christ, the desire for his Kingdom, the trust in his his providence were the sole foundations of the Assumption.”  (1854 – Marie Eugenie to the sisters Origines I, p. 7)

We are in 1854, at the moment when Marie Eugenie is going to present our constitutions to Rome.  So she is rereading the experience with her sisters.  What strikes her is the action of God in launching such a grand and beautiful adventure.  She tastes the extravagance of God’s gift.

Today the Assumption is all over the world…a living people who are in the joy of the work of God!  Yes, the Lord has done wonders for us: Holy is his name.  May the name of the Lord be blessed, from age to age may he be blessed!

Let us follow along the route with ardor in “the spirit of faith, the love of Jesus Christ, the desire for his Kingdom, and the trust in his providence” as the sole foundations of our lives so that many others may discover the joy of believing.
