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“For me, it is painful to hear the earth called a place of exile; I regard it as a place of glory for God.”  (Undated letter to Father Lacordaire – Origines I, p. 497)

 Marie Eugenie is a woman of faith and a woman of action.  She reflects on what she wants to do and what she can do for God.  She doesn’t see the world as a place of exile where you wait passively for the end of trouble.  Rather, she sees it as a place where men and women can work to transform society in Gospel ways.

Today, when our own way of looking at the world is so often pessimistic, do we know how to discover the signs of hope that show the presence of God in our history?

Lord, give me your way of looking, a way that encourages, that lifts up, that gives new confidence.
