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 “Seek to have a great spirit of faith…The spirit of faith is different from just faith itself. It is a habit of putting faith into action, of seeing everything by that faith, of speaking by its lights, of thinking only according to its truth.”  (1860 – Letters – No. 7352)

“Faith is one of the conditions of my state; I have no possible usefulness except in the order it makes. And it is folly for me to not be all that I am with the greatest possible fullness.” (1842 – Letter to Father d’Alzon – No. 1563)

The gift of faith is very dear to Marie Eugenie.  She herself used to say that she held to the faith as something that she discovered on her own.  It is the fruit of her search for the Truth and also the answer of God to her desire for sense and fullness of life.  Faith, for her, is the foundation on which everything is built.
What is my own identity?  That is the search and the question of modern people.  Who am I?  Marie Eugenie says that it is crazy not to be oneself with the greatest fullness possible.  But the contents of “fullness” is faith.  To be oneself means to find oneself in Christ.  Does faith (my relationship with God) play a role in my identity?  What about in my profession, my family situation, my hobbies, etc?  Is my faith a series of ideas that I have or is it really part of my being? Do I have “God under my skin”?
