To attract his loving gaze, it is not necessary for the creature to be gifted with beauty, grandeur, intelligence and all that captivates the attention of men.  He is deeply interested in the most humble, obscure or scorned existence; he follows all its movements.  He is the friend who knows our joys and our pains and who understands all our emotions.”   

(Instructions - December 28, 1879:  “On the Importance of Life”)

Several days after Christmas, Marie Eugenie shares with her sisters her wonder at  a God so close that he has made himself one of us in Jesus Christ:  the Incarnation tells us the value we have in the eyes of God!
