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“What characterizes our spirit is a certain liberty of spirit that allows each one the character of her own grace.”  (Origines 1 – p. 9)
“If the girls of Bordeaux are butterflies, let them fly without cutting their wings, without wanting to gather up their thousand diverse nuances into one uniform color; we can only try to direct their flight.”  (Letter to Sr. Françoise Eugénie)
Marie Eugenie recommends here for students at the school in Bordeaux what today’s sisters embody:  strong and varying personalities, working throughout society, but always turned toward Christ together.

Jesus wants us to be ourselves, blossoming in our gifts while aware of our weaknesses, in order to serve Love. In a life given over to God, whether as a religious or a layperson, it’s not a question of fading away without independence or free will.  Rather, it’s about manifesting, by our whole self, the grace of the Life received.  Everyday life these days can all too often drive us to uniformity; the Love that Christ invites us to, on the other hand, shines out in our faces if we decide to follow Him.
