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 “With respect to devotions, you will be quite amazed at mine,  Sisters, because it’s not so common.  It is the “Being of God ,” and the astonishing thing is that I have been penetrated by that thought since my childhood.  When I made my First Communion, it seemed to me that the One that I had just received carried me to the throne of God to render to Him, in me, the homage that by myself, I was unable to give to him.”  (Conversations 15.1. 1888)
Many years afterward, in speaking with her sisters, Marie Eugenie reread her First Communion as a foundational experience that had brought out the greatness of the Being of God clearly to her and colored her relationship with Him in a very particular way.

And me ?  “What is my “devotion”?  What is the face of God, of Christ, that touches me particularly, the one to which I always willingly return ?  What is my response when He asks me :  “For you, who am I?”
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
