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"I hold to my faith as to something that I discovered, and, if I had to renounce certain ideas that led me to it, I don't know if I would remain Catholic…Many things scandalize me and make me sad; for me, the Christians are not Christian enough. Is it that I am more ardent in my hard-won faith?"

1836.  Marie Eugenie has just been converted by listening to the Lenten sermons of Father Lacordaire.  This young woman of 19 discovers the faith and gives herself over  to understanding  it.
