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“Let us use our time to fill ourselves with truth and love, and then go out boldly to work for Jesus Christ.”  (Instruction, May 19, 1876)

Time can hang heavy on us.  So much so that  we often speak of “getting through this time,” or “making it through this time,” or even “killing some time.” Marie Eugenie, on the other hand, seems to have seen time as a gift that invites stewardship.  For her this meant using her time to grow ever more deeply in love with Christ.  As that love took hold of her whole being, she couldn’t help going out “boldly” to work for him.
Lord of Time, of Truth, and of Love, I struggle with time as an “issue,” or a “problem” more often than I recognize it as a “gift.”  Teach me to welcome each day as time to grow more in love with you – however that may happen.  Make it my first thought as I wake and the last before I sleep.  Thank you for the gift; show me how I can cherish it as she did.  Amen.
