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 “I cannot do things halfway and I want to live by faith; the rest doesn’t matter to me.” (Notes 161/06)

These words come from Marie Eugenie’s private notebook – what a firm declaration of desire!  To see things through to the end in faith would liberate her from all the other stuff that invited her to worry, feel sorry for herself, or even despair.  Of course she couldn’t live that desire out perfectly; she had her dark moments as well as her very human faults and failings. But she had two things going for her that are neatly summed up in this one sentence:  the desire itself and the awareness that it all had to be lived in faith.  Nothing was possible without Christ’s presence in her life.
Dear Lord, I am taking these few minutes with Marie Eugenie and you, and at the same time feeling that I should be doing two or three or five other things instead. But I want to be present right here and now and nowhere else.  Like Marie Eugenie, I ask you to show me what it means to be in this moment and to “walk by faith.”  Amen.
