Whether in her role as founder of a religious congregation whose vision disturbed some of her religious superiors or as a sister in small, poor and often crowded communities, Marie Eugenie got her share of bumps and bruises. How tempting it would have been to mistake conflict elimination for peace -- and yet she resists, recognizing that real peace for her will come only from giving herself (and her ego) away and asking for God’s grace, over and over again.
Good and gracious Lord, you know me better than I know myself – and both of us know that I am not the most peaceful person in this house, this school, this place.  I pray today for “great humility and generosity,” certain that they will cost me something – perhaps my own “peace and quiet.”  But I am also certain that they will lead me toward your peace, and I want that even more.  Amen.
