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“It is fitting that the faithful ask God to establish His Kingdom in this world even though it no longer seems to want Him.  It is good to pray with ardor and to say, “Come with Your gentleness which converts, with your power which subdues.  Come with the charm of your wisdom and beauty.”  (Chapter. December 3, 1878)
Marie Eugenie allowed herself to be “charmed” by divine wisdom and divine beauty.    Not just her head nor even just her heart – instead, all of her senses combined to make God known to her.  And when she knew with all of herself, she desired Him even more.
How can I know you, you who are Wisdom, you who are Beauty?  Charm me with that same charm; show me how I can belong to you with all my being – every sense, every fiber, every thought.  Amen.
