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“Keep me, Lord, from occupying myself in planning and arranging everything that I have committed to your wisdom and love. Take my natural anxieties from me so that only one remains – that of doing each of my duties as it arises, according to the light and grace I receive at that moment.”

For Marie Eugenie, leadership demands two different sets of skills. The first is the ability to appreciate the whole picture and to bring that picture into focus with and for others. That’s not easy, but the second “skill” is even more difficult to develop – and yet, for Marie Eugenie, clearly the more important:  doing one’s level best and then leaving it all to the providence of God.  
Lord, how often I toss and turn about some project or other. Even when I pray about it, I want to micro-manage your response, essentially praying:  “My way or the highway, dear Lord”!  Free me, Lord, from this lack of imagination, this lack of faith.  Teach me to do the best I can, to hold nothing back, and then to trust in you.  Thank you for giving me Marie Eugenie as a very human model of what that type of trust looks like.  Amen.
